Q) What is Donate Books, Receive Books?

• It’s an all-India campaign to "Donate books, Receive Books" which has been started by Karmayog 
to enable any person from across the country to take the initiative to donate books to any public 
library, school, college, hospital, NGO, Trust, etc. 

Q) Why donate books?

• Education is the ideal tool to develop individuals and thus, benefit the society

• A single book can transform a life, and it is rightly said “Knowledge increases when it is shared”.

Q) What books can I donate?

• Old school, college textbooks, Reference books, books on professional courses.

• Text books in Marathi/ Hindi.

• Magazines, Fiction/Non Fiction novels.

Q) How does it reach the beneficiaries?
