ONE PAGE DESCRIPTION OF THE PLANS
· The world is presently faced with a famine because of the increase in population and in longevity of the human population on planet earth – the area for agriculture (to feed this population) remaining constant.

· India has buffer (reserve) stocks of food grains for reportedly only three months.

· This Private enterprise is coming through two serving officers of the Indian Army by the grace of Gurudev (HH Sri Sri Ravi Shankar).

· The enterprise being proposed would aim to enhance the Food Security of India in its own small way.

· The plans envisage raising a number of ‘Food Parks’ of the enterprise on similar lines in identified, flood free, areas of 14 (or more) districts in the plains of North Bihar. These ‘Food Parks’ would coordinate the Packaging, Storage, and Marketing of the products of the Food Processing Units (FPUs) of the locals in the area – for decided profit percentages.

· The ‘Food Parks’ would each be raised on funds of minimum $ 50 Million (or more).

· The enterprise would be funded from donations from Indian Corporates and High Net Worth Individuals, Non Resident Indians (NRIs) and from similar foreign parties. The funds would be procured from all possible sources of donations (grants) including from Foundations (Indian or foreign) and Development agencies across the world (including the UN, IMF, etc) at a later stage.

· Farmers in the villages of 14 (or more) districts in the plains of North Bihar would be given guidance and assistance by the enterprise for raising their own Food Processing Units (FPUs) in the vicinity.

· The Marketing of the products of the FPUs (in North Bihar) would be coordinated over Internet from the HQ of the enterprise located in a city in another state in India – like Delhi, Chandigarh, Bangalore etc…

· The villagers (in the district of a ‘Food Park’) would prepare items like ‘Sattu’, ‘Daliya’, Cornflakes, Chips and Sauces of all types, Soft Drinks including Fruit Juices, and other products (like of ‘Makhana’, ‘Singhada’ etc) and other local specialties.

· All activity would be computerised, and detailed Legal systems evolved; based on the cohesive systems of management in the Indian Army.

· The ‘Food Parks’ would be organised on the lines of a Brigade Node of the Indian Army; and detailed research has been carried out for the enterprise to fructify.

· I, Major Arun Kumar Jha, 37 yrs, (a serving officer of the Indian Army) the proposer of this project/ enterprise, am originally from a village in Madhubani district in North Bihar; though born and brought up in Lonavla in Pune district of Maharashtra state in India. 

· The enterprise is planned to be operated in the following distinct steps as under: 

· A profit making Food Processing Unit (FPU) would be operated by members of the ‘Core Team’ of the enterprise in Madhubani district of North Bihar on funds of minimum $ 1 Million – Rs 5 Crore ideally from 13 May 2010 to 12 May 2013.

· The first ‘Food Park’ of the enterprise would be raised in Madhubani district (13 May 2013 to 13 May 2016).

· ‘Food Parks’ on similar lines would be raised in identified, flood free areas in 14 (or more) districts of the plains of North Bihar in the future years and decades.

· The project/enterprise would have the effect of enhancing India's alarming Food Security situation, besides reducing migrations of the residents of the area to other parts of India and raising the economic indicators of the residents of North Bihar and taking their focus in the direction of agriculture related entrepreneurship. 

· The project/enterprise might also have an impact at the NATIONAL level in financial terms that are not yet known (increase in morale and such other imponderables).

· Presently, the funds of minimum $ 1 Million (Rs 5 Crore) are being sought from interested Indian (or foreign) High Net Worth individuals or corporates, or foundations and/or other donor agencies who would be interested in taking the risk for supporting these plans.
